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A True Partnership: The Perris |l Desalter was funded in part by
approximately $22.5 million in grant funding from the State Water Resources
Control Board through Proposition 1, the 2014 voter-approved water bond.

Additional funding and in-kind support was provided by the United

States Army Corps of Engineers, which provided $10.8 million toward the
construction of wells to support the new facility; the California Department of
Water Resources; United States Bureau of Reclamation; Santa Ana Watershed .
Project Authority; and The Metropolitan Water District of Southern California.

Where Does The Salt Go?: At the end of the reverse osmosis process, the salty brine is discharged into the Inland
Empire Brine Line. It is sent through the 70-mile pipeline to a treatment plant on the coast in Orange County, where it
is ultimately discharged into the ocean.
