Second Grade Lily Presentation
Description/Objective:

Presentation consists of a live flannel board story with activities based on a water conservation message. At the end of the presentation, students will have learned seven practical ways they can personally incorporate water saving habits into their lives.

Schedule
1. Arrival time varies according to teacher schedules
2. Introduction of EMWD and conservation understanding (15 minutes)
3. Flannel Board Story followed by question and answer discussion (20 minute)
4. Water Conservation Activity (15 minutes)
5. Closing Comments  (10 minutes)
